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As we begin a new generation of Vowe ministry.

I would like for us to reflect upon last twenty years of
how God had founded and led the ministry of Vowe
thus far. The history of Vowe ministry during the time
of pastor James Kim helps us to see the heart of our
heavenly Father towards North Korea, and we can’t
help but give glory, honor, and praise to our God, and
we are yet again prompted to devote ourselves to His
work.

Pastor James Kim (along with 5 others) went to North
Korea for the first time in March 2002 in order to de-
liver some medical supplies from Mercy Corps. Then
in July of the same year, he visited along with 4 others
to deliver some food. It was on this trip when he met a
young tour guide who whispered to him, “pastor,
come often, because we do not worry about food
while you are here.” Pastor Kim believed this was the
call from God, so he decided to dedicate the rest of his
life to serving North Korea. He prepared himself for
about a year and half, retiring from his church on Jan-
uary 4th, 2004, so that he can fully focus on ministry to
North Korea.

He believed that he prayed and prepared enough, but
the Lord took him on some radical detours. First, God
cut off some of his relationships with his coworkers,
and then his path of reentry into North Korea was cut
off as well. During a cold and stormy winter night in
China, he was crying out to God in a motel room in
prayer, and such sleepless nights of prayer continued
through many different cities of China, Manchuria,
and at the border of North Korea and China, even in
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In 2005, Pastor Kim Dae-pyeong and
Manager Park Gyeong-chul, both in

their 60s, looked at Gwangyang, the
land of North Korea, from Domun.

the return flight to the US. And as he spent a long
time asking, seeking, and knocking, God gave him a
message: “Do not depend on anyone but God, and
forget what lies behind, but look to a new day by
praying with hope and dreams. Let go of pain and
anger from the people who left, and have great ex-
pectations of new people God will send my way.
Let’s continue in hope, for there is no other way but

prayer.” This strengthened pastor Kim to begin again.

Through God’s grace, pastor Kim led the 20 years of
Vowe ministry faithfully; and now, he has handed it
over to the 2nd generation of ministers. Even though
we woefully fall short, as we reflect on the history of
Vowe, we see that it was all through the hands of
God; so in the same way, we fix our eyes on God
alone, and we hope to faithfully press forward-only
through prayer and devotion.

Truly, there is no other way but prayer; it constantly
echoes in my head. We only seek for God alone. As
we look to missions post-covid, the circumstances
surrounding the mission field (and especially in
North Korea) have changed so much, so we are look-
ing for more help and prayer from our co-ministers
as we look for new wisdom due to the changes.
Vowe was able to handle its ministry thus far due to
the prayer and devotion of pastor Kim, along with
labors and devotion of many others. Now, we hope
to add more prayer, devotion, and faithfulness to the
work of prayer that pastor Kim has built up. We look
forward to having many others join our ministry
through prayer and devotion, so that we can be wit-
nesses to a new history of unification which we have
been praying and dreaming about. We hope and
pray that all of our 2nd generation ministers would be
prayer warriors. We ask all of you supporters to con-

tinue praying for the 2nd generation of Vowe ministry.

Ministry Updates

On January 23+, we were able to talk with
Sunyang Hana team via Zoom. Many leaders of
Korea, China, and the US were able to meet with
the 2nd generation leaders of Vowe. We were able
to talk with most leaders of Sunyang Hana whom
we support, and truly saw that they are the hands
and feet of Vowe missions. We were able to send
our gratitude to one another, as we serve as one
team and community.

As many are still mourning from the great earth-
quake in Turkey back in February, missionary
Enoch has been able to serve as first rescue and
responder in the affected areas. Vowe held a col-
lection for the suffering in Turkey, and we were
able to send $15,000 in support.

We were able to send over the food distribution
funds for the first half of 2023, and also send sup-
port for the 2nd generation ministers. Even though
the cost of rice in China has doubled, we are
working hard to send as much support as possible
to North Korea. During the remainder of 2022, we
were able to 530 tons of coal and additional 10 tons
of rice.

The Chinese border opened back-on-March=15t%,
and North Korea announced that they will allow
business visa in May and then visitor visa in Au-
gust. Our field missionaries have been waiting for
three years; please pray that they would be able to
enter the land and handle their ministry duties.
Also pray for the Vowe team’s visit in September.

Even though the border has been closed for last 3
years, Blue Ocean (David Yoon) has been able to
provide minimal food and coal for their workers,
thanks be to God. They were able to expand their
ministry even during these difficult times. Please
pray a prayer of blessing for this business, that
they would continue to grow so that it would be
an essential business in that land.

We were able to send the financial support for the
first half of 2023 to the 2nd generation ministers
and other field missionaries. (If you would like to
see finance reports, please contact us directly.)

Through help of pastor James Kim, the 2nd genera-
tion leaders of Vowe were able to meet with many
different ministers for these past three months. We
were able to share our vision for ministry as we
look forward to working together. Also we were
able to rebuild the website for Vowe ministry in
February.
